You can set up how handpieces are configured for each handpiece holder. Handpiece types include Basic Air, 
Camera, Electric, Other, Ultrasonic, Vacuum, and Turbine. 

To set up handpiece holders:

1. Press and hold 0 and e at the same time until a System Setup screen appears, then press .

2. On the System Setup screen press - or + to highlight Handpieces, then press .

The following settings are available:

• On When Selected: Specify whether the intraoral light source turns on or remains off when the handpiece is 
removed from the holder.
